(for example, today / this week / this cvening etc.):
® ‘You're working hard today.” ‘Yes, I have a lot to do.” (not ‘you work hard today’)
® ‘Is Susan working this week?’ ‘No, she’s on holiday.’

We use the present continuous when we talk about changes happening around now:

® The population of the world is rising very fast. (not ‘rises’)
® Is your English getting better? (not ‘does your English get better’)

We use continuous tenses only for actions and happenings (they are eating / it is raining etc.).

Some verbs (for example, know and like) are not action verbs. You cannot say ‘I am knowing’ or
‘they are liking’; you can only say ‘I know’, ‘they like’.

The following verbs are not normally used in continuous tenses:

like love hate want need prefer
know realise suppose mean understand  believe remember
belong  contain  consist depend  seem

® P’m hungry. | want something to cat. (not ‘I'm wanting’)
® Do you understand what I mean?
® Ann doesn’t seem very happy at the moment.

When think means ‘believe’, do not use the continuous:
® What do you think (= believe) will happen? (nof ‘what are you thinking’)
but @ You look serious. What are you thinking about? (= What is going on in your mind?)

When have means ‘possess’ etc., do not use the continuous (see Unit 17):

We normally use the present simple (10t continuous) with these verbs:

The present perfect simple is have/has + past participle. The past participle often ends in -ed
(finished/decided etc.), but many important verbs are irregular (lost/done/been/written etc.). For a
list of irregular verbs, see Appendix 1.

When we use the present perfect there is always a connection with now. The action in the past
has a result now: .
® ‘Where’s your key?” ‘1 don’t know. I’ve lost it.” (I haver’t got it now)
® He told me his name but I’ve forgotten it. {I can’t remember it #otw)
® ‘s Sally here?” ‘No, she’s gone out.” (she is out #ow)
® [ can’t find my bag. Have you seen it? (do you know where it is #0w?)
We often use the present perfect to give new information or to announce a recent happening:
® Ow! I've cut my finger.
® The road is closed. There’s been (= there has been) an accident.
® (from the news) The police have arrested two meu in connection with the robbery.

You can use the present perfect with just, already and yet:

Just = ‘a short time ago’:
® “Would you like something to cat?” ‘No, thanks. I've just had lunch.’
® Hello. Have you just arrived?

We use already to say that something happened sooner than expected (sec also Unit 110D):
® ‘Don’t forget to post the letter, will you?” ‘I’ve already posted it.’
® ‘What time is Mark leaving?” ‘He’s already gone.’

Yet = ‘untit now’ and shows that the speaker is expecting something to happen. Use yet only
in questions and negative sentences (scc also Unit 110C):

® Has it stopped raining yet?

Note the difference between gone (to) and been (to):

Tom is looking for his key. He can’t find it.

He has lost his key. (present perfect)
This means that he doesn’t have his key now.

Ten minutes later:

Now Tom has found his key. He has it now.

The present perfect is a present tensc. It always tells us something about now. ‘Tom has lost his
key’ = he doesn’t have his key now (see Unit 7).

The past simple tells us only about the past. If somebody says ‘“Tom lost his key’, we don’t know
whether he has it now or not. We only know that he lost it at some time in the past.

Two more examples:
® Jack grew a beard but now he has shaved it off. (so he doesn’t have a beard now)
® Thcy went out after lunch and they’ve just come back. (so they arc back now)

Do not usc the present perfect if there is no connection with the present (for example, things that
happened a long time ago):

® The Chincse invented printing. (#0t ‘have invented®)

® How many plays did Shakcspeare write? (not ‘has Shakespeare written’)

® Bcethoven was a great composer. {not *has been’)

Do not use will in situations like these. (See also Unit 20C.)

You can also usc the present perfect (have done) after when / after / until / as soon as:

It is often possible to use the present simple or the present perfect:

® I’ll come as soon as I finish. or I’ll come as soon as I’ve finished.
® You’ll feel better after you have or You'll fecl better after you've had
something o cat. something o cat.

But do not use the present perfect if two things happen together. The present perfect shows that
onc thing will be complete before the other (so the two things do not happen together).

We use can + infinitive (can do / can see etc.):

The negative is can’t (= cannot):
@ I'm afraid | can’t come to the party on Friday.

B (Be) able to... is possible instead of can, but can is more usual:
® Are you able to speak any foreign languages?
But can has only two forms, can (present) and could (past). So sometimes it is necessary to use
(be) able to... . Compare:
@ I can’t sleep.
but I haven’t been able to sleep recently. (can has no present perfect)

or ...we were able to persuade them. (but not ‘could persuade’)

We use could in a number of ways. Sometimes could is the past of can (see Unit 26C):
® Listen. 1 can hear something. (row)
® | listened. 1 could hear something. (past)

But could is not only used in this way. We also use could to talk about possible actions now or
in the future (especially to make a suggestion). For example:

What shall we do We could go ® A: Whar shall we do this evening?
this evening? to the cinema. B: We could go to the cinema.
PR ® It’s a nice day. We could go for a walk.

® When you go to New York next month, you could
stay with Barbara.

® A: If you need money, why don’t you ask Karen?
B: Yes, I suppose 1 could.

Can is also possible in these sentences (“We can go for a walk.’ etc.). Could is less sure than can.
You rmust use could (not ‘can’) when you don’t really mean what you say. For example:
® I’m so angry with him. I could kill him! (not ‘I can kill him’)

We also use could to say that something is possible now or in the future:
® The phone is ringing. It could be Tim.
® | don’t know when they’ll be here. They could arrive at any time.
Can is not possible in these examples (not ‘It can be Tim’).
